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o There were 818 hospitalisations with a drug-related principal diagnosis in NT in
2018-19.

o This is equivalent to 318 hospitalisations per 100,000 people, as compared to 90
hospitalisations per 100,000 people in 1999-00 (Fiqure 1).

o The rate of hospitalisations was higher among males than females in 2018-19 (313
versus 324 hospitalisations per 100,000 people).

e In 2018-19, the rate of hospitalisations was highest among the 20-29 age group,
followed by the 10-19 and 30-39 age groups (640, 585, and 398 hospitalisations per
100,000 people, respectively).

o« The rate of hospitalisations was highest where there was a principal diagnosis
indicating cannabinoids (87 hospitalisations per 100,000 people; Figure 2).
o The highest rate of hospitalisations was observed in remote and very remote NT

(371 hospitalisations per 100,000 people), while the number of hospitalisations was
highest in outer regional (429 hospitalisations; Fiqure 3).
